GNWA  Presentation to introduce Neighbourhood Watch

The presenter should firstly modify the first two slides to suit the occasion.   The text below us typical of the commentary an experienced presenter will use.

Have a flashlight handy for reading this text and also a UV marker pen.   Blank Valuables Lists, leaflets and other freebies help to get the message over.   Have one booklet ready per person.   Have a timer switch handy to pass round.
SLIDE 1
Say Hello
“Welcome to  . . . .  I will run through just ten slides to explain to you how Neighbourhood Watch works.”

SLIDE 2
Introduce yourself
“I am  . . . . . . . . . .  and I am co-ordinator of  . . .  Watch.

SLIDE 3
The thief’s target
“These are the sort of things a thief will aim to steal from properties.   They are valuable and easily carried.  Which other items can you think of ?”

“They are easily sold.   Someone’s precious ring or ear rings will be sold on for £25, giving a thief his dose of drugs for the night.”
SLIDE 4
First steps to Recovery
Read the slide, expanding on it as you go.

Switch between this and the previous slide.

“Larger items can be marked with the House number and Postcode”.
Show the marker pen.   Explain that

“Some items cannot be marked, so photograph them alongside a ruler or 50p piece.
Record all your valuables on a sheet of paper -

Description / Value / Size / Distinguishing marks / and so on.”
“Why do we mark and record these movable attractive items ?
- Because the Police often recover items from thieves which they believe to be stolen.   But to be able to claim an item back, you must be able to positively identify it.   Produce the list and the photo and your property will be returned to you.

But if you cannot, the item will be kept in a store and eventually auctioned off.   Or it may be given back to the thief !

Recovered items are automatically examined for UV marks.   Items have been returned to their owners even before they realised they had been stolen !”
SLIDE 5
NW is all about PREVENTION

“A thief cannot steal if he cannot get into the house.

Keep him out.   How ?

A locksmith or DIY store will advise on types of locks.

Fit them, then Keep doors and windows locked.

Doors and windows at the rear of the house are the thief’s favourites.

There’s no point making your property secure if you don’t lock up.
Your insurer will be happier if you fit and use good locks.

Don’t forget garages and sheds.   They are broken into as often as houses !

In a NW street, a thief will find that all the houses are secure, so he goes elsewhere.

SLIDE 6
What we do.
“While you are fitting new locks, fit also a door chain and peephole !”
Read out the slide.
Explain that the front door is the only thing between you and a thief.

Adapt your dialogue to suit the ages in the audience.

“Elderly and disabled people should practice the use of the door chain and peephole and should be prepared to call a neighbour if unsure about a caller.   ID cards are easily faked.”
